Gail and
Glen participated in a highly supportive and meaningful Elderberry Group
through the University of Michigan Alzheimer's Disease Center where they
created a life history and art with one another and participated in critical
research on Alzheimer's patients and caretakers.

On March 31, 2016, Gail moved into Huron Woods memory care facility and
later to Vibrant Life Senior Living. She made many friends during her time
there. Throughout it all, Glen was lovingly beside her side. They continued to
go to church, music therapy, and exercise groups. While she could stand, he
would walk and dance with her. While she could sit and talk, he would see her
every day and chat and sing with her. When she could no longer eat by
herself, he was there to feed her breakfast every day.
