He
later worked for General Electric on the Manned Orbiting Laboratory project,
then on the engines for the C-5A Galaxy and then on the F107 engine used in
the air, submarine, and naval launched Cruise Missiles. He ended his
Engineering career with North American Lighting working on automotive
driving lighting solutions. He recorded many details of his life in calendars and
predates web searches in his ability to let you know what the weather was on
any particular day the previous 50 years, as well as what he ate and spent his
money on. He was a character; always had a story and a joke for any
occasion. He loved to ride his bike and really missed that in his last few years.
He was very proud of his children and grandchildren, as well as all those close
to him in his final years.
