His favorite tv shows were all the
history channels. He could tell you about so much. Justin loved
music...any kind actually but I mostly remember the opera music he
enjoyed so much. His artistic ability was phenomenal...if you asked
him to draw something he would sketch it out and it was perfect.
After Carl passed Justin and Joey became so much closer and
Justin filled the role of a big brother, always asking Joey when he
was going to get home. He was a special uncle to James and
Landon. He had a big part in helping me raise James and again
stepped up to help me with landon. The saddest part of this story is
the time in his life that changed him forever. January 13th of 2007.
He was assaulted as he was leaving a bar. Why was he
assaulted?? because he was just being kind and offering a full
pitcher of beer to a group of people. We assume some of the group
of people at that table were with some guys whom were playing
pool. A jealous idiot came from behind Justin and using the thick
end of a pool stick proceeded to knock him over the head. It was
touchy whether Justin would pull through this horrible tragedy. Two
brain surgeries later we praised God for helping him come through
all he endeared. 11 years later he just couldn't do it anymore. My
Joey says Justin died twice. Once on 1/13/07 and again 8/24/18.
Even after all that he went through he could still light up a room with
his smile, his personality, his wit and his charming ways. Justin was
AWESOME AND HE WILL BE GREATLY MISSED. I pray that he is
suffering no more.
